We have had occasional difficulties with photos not being of sufficient quality for use 
on the website. Files need to be at least 1MB – photos taken with phones or ipads won’t meet 
this criterion. For publicity purposes, clubs need to be encouraged to take photos of their 
swimmers at events and then supply them to the publicity team for use with stories. 
 
Facebook 
The pages follower numbers continue to grow – presently 255. This number could be grown 
further with more engagement - frequent, newsy updates and more pictures.   
Newsletter 
This seems to have fallen by the wayside with no information provided for newsletter content. 
However the facebook page/website could take over this role – if the information is passed 
on.  
 
Looking Forward 
This season we’ll continue celebrating the achievements of our swimmers at all levels with 
stories and facebook posts. Plans include contacting all clubs to ensure they know where to 
send any items of interest about their club and/or swimmers; and also encouraging them to 
send items to their local papers. And obtaining high quality photographs will be an ongoing 
challenge this season.

Many thanks to the people who have helped publicise swimming in Northland over the past 
year, particularly to Mike Swords who has taken photos of swimmers at most Northland and 
national events. His skills will be missed. Thanks to Susan McKegg, who has diligently filed 
stories and helped organise publicity for Northland Age Groups in my absence; and to Denis 
for his great work on the website.

Breaststroke and silver in the 50m Breaststroke. Mia won silver in the 50 and 
100m Breaststroke and placed 4th 200m Breaststroke. Hayley won Gold in the 
400 and 800m Free and Bronze in 200m Free. 
 

Annabell placed 4th in the 100 and 200m Backstroke and 6th in the 50m 
Backstroke. Our other top 10 was Madeline placed 9th in 50m Breaststroke.  
In November Monica and Hayley both attended the SNZ High Performance 
Camp over three days at the High Performance Centre. 
 

Ciara Smith and Hayley McIntosh were both selected for the National Zonal 
Meet in February as members of the successful Harlequins team. Ciara won the 
16&O 100m and 200m Breaststroke and Hayley the 400m and 800m Free.

10yrs had a great meet. Nellie won Bronze in the 50m Breaststroke and the team 
gained many PB's. 
 

Gemma Brock represented Northwave at the Division Two meet in Rotorua and 
the highlight for Gemma was to win Silver in the 14yr Girls 50m Butterfly in a 
good PB. 
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National Age Group Championships were again held in Wellington. Our team - 
Ciara Smith 16yrs, Annabell Simpson 16yrs, Madeline Whittam 13yrs, Teegan 
Farr 17yrs, Tyler Jepsen 12yrs. (Hayley McIntosh, Mia Gordon, Matthew 
Gordon, Joshua Young and Jeremy Elliot also qualified but DNA) 
 

Ciara won all three Breaststroke events 50m, 100m and 200m Breaststroke and 
equalled the NZ Age Record in the final of the 50m Breaststroke in 32:33. An 
impressive achievement for Ciara. She also placed 4th in the 400IM and 8th 
16yr old in the 200IM. Tyler raced hard against mainly 13yr old boys 1st 
Reserve for his Final. 
 

Annabell Simpson won Gold in the 200m Backstroke, placed 4th in 50m and 
100m Backstroke and was 5th 16yr old in 200m Butterfly. 
 

Our other Finalist was Madeline Whittam 13yrs who placed 4th in 100m 
Breaststroke and 5th in 50m & 200m Breaststroke.  
 

Two weeks later Ciara Smith, Annabell Simpson, Hayley McIntosh and 
Madeline Whittam (Mia Gordon also qualified) competed at NZ Opens. Ciara 
won Silver medals in the Women's 50m, 100m and 200m Breaststroke and was 
100th of a second outside the NZ Age record in the 100m Breaststroke. Hayley 
won Silver in the 400m and 800m Free and Bronze in the 200m Free. Hayley 
broke the NZ Age record in the 800m Free. Annabell placed 8th in the Final of 
the 200m Backstroke and 4th in the B Final of the 100m Backstroke. This was 
a good opportunity to compete at this level for our youngest qualifier Madeline 
Whittam who did a great job to qualify for Opens at such a young age. 
 

Ciara Smith and Annabell Simpson then travelled to Brisbane with the NZ team 
and competed at the Australian Age Championships. Ciara won Silver medals 
in the 100 and 200m 16yr Girls Breaststroke and Annabell placed 7th in the 
200m Backstroke.  
  
Ciara has been selected as a SNZ Pathway to Podium High Performance Sport 
program. Both girls are in their second year of the Northland Educare Talent 
Hub program for developing athletes. A further invitation was extended to 
Ciara and Annabell to attend the SNZ Outward Bound Camp at Onakiwa. 
Annabell attended this camp and enjoyed the challenging experience.   
 

Ciara Smith was selected in the NZ team for the Youth Commonwealth Games 
to be held in the Bahamas in July. A great opportunity to build racing skills at 
this high level of international competition. 
 

Ciara and Annabell have both been named in the SNZ Development Squad. 
Ciara has been selected to again be a member of the NZ team to compete at the 
2017 Australian State Teams Nationals in Canberra and Monica has been 
selected as one of the team coaches.   
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So many highlights, Ciara, Annabell and Hayley are congratulated for their 
placing at national and international level. Not only have they succeeded in the 
pool but they are excellent role models for our Northwave squad and all 
Northland swimmers. Our junior swimmers are now following their lead and 
race hard at every opportunity. 
 

We had a strong showing at swim meets throughout the season with a full 
weekend of racing at the Northland Age Championships. Personal Best 
performances, race records, medals galore. Our parents did a great job also 
officiating and supporting our team. Northwave swimmers have broken many 
Northland Age and Open records. 
 

New swimmers have joined Northwave, we have farewelled some of our senior 
swimmers and Hayley McIntosh departed in January to commence training at 
the High Performance Centre.  
 

We are faced with high costs for daily training lane hire fees and travelling to 
national meets.
